3. I will demonstrate the use of several songs with accompanying activities, lyrics on overhead (Power Point presentations where applicable), and literacy connection books 
4. Participants will brainstorm possible further activities they can use to inspire their ELL’s through music and lyrics.
5. We will briefly share about the most important ideas we gained from this workshop.
